In August, we 

had a church-wide tract distribution day. Seven of us from church put 1,400 

tracts in mailboxes here in the town of Queijas. Amazingly, the only response 

we had to that effort was from this lady who found our tract discarded on a 

sidewalk. What an affirmation to the truth that, while we sow the gospel, God 

gives the increase.  

     We recently were able to have dinner with a man named Carlos, the first 

ŘŜŀŦ ǇŜǊǎƻƴ ǿŜΩǾŜ ƳŜǘ ƘŜǊŜΦ It was fascinating to learn about his life and 

experiences. He is a well-respected leader in the deaf community and, he 

knows of no deaf believers in Portugal.

Pray that 

Carlos would be saved, and pray for us as we prepare to take Portuguese 

Sign Language classes in October.  

     In our last prayer letter, we wrote about the lunch we shared with 

my elementary school teacher that I had not seen for more than fifteen 

years. This past week, we had Maria and her husband, Toni, over to our 

house for lunch. Again, the conversation turned to spiritual matters. In 

the end, they promised to visit our church.  

     At the beginning of September, we went to a Bible conference 

hosted by a church in the south of Portugal. It was a special time to 

fellowship with brothers and sisters in Christ, learn about ministry from 

other pastors and missionaries, and enjoy solid preaching. We were able to 

spend time with a Portuguese pastor and his wife who have been serving the  

Lord for over 45 years. What an inspiration for us to be faithful. 

     There are some times in life that are just exceptional blessings. One 

Sunday after the morning service, a teenager in the church, named Josue,
